




Dear Parents,
		We are writing to you today with regard to the door system at Begbrook Primary School. As many of you will be aware, Begbrook recently had an Ofsted inspection. The outcome of this inspection is that the school are no longer allowed to open the main doors to the building as the school day finishes at 3.30. This is to protect the safety of those pupils and staff still on site and means no un-authorised adults are allowed to wait in the building. 
		
To combat this issue Begbrook kindly inserted a door directly into the studio to allow our students access. This is to allow access to the studio only, not the school itself. Our students, siblings and yourselves of course, are allowed access to the toilets but there is to be no waiting inside the school itself for any reason. We ask that you either return to your cars to wait or remain in the Reception area, ensuring all doors are kept free as they are fire exits. 
		
This system has been in place for over a year now and has been running effectively. Since September however Begbrook have commented on parents gaining access. We apologise if you weren’t aware of this system and hope this letter clarifies the situation for you. We have a fantastic working relationship with Begbrook Primary School and have been part of their school for many years. With your co-operation we hope this can continue.
