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What to do on the day
Arrive in plenty of time
[bookmark: _GoBack]If some of the competitors do not turn up to dance the Eisteddfod/Festival could run earlier than the original time given.  If you arrive at least an hour earlier than your allotted time there should be less panic if it is running early.  It also gives you a chance to watch some other competitors.  This is invaluable because it gives you a chance, even if the section is not your subject, to see the size and shape of the stage, where they run on and off the stage for their dance, and the overall running of the Eisteddfod/Festival.  The lighting is sometimes different, i.e. the house lights may be down, which could also affect the atmosphere, effect of the stage, and how much makeup to put on.  It is also helpful to see a section being judged as some adjudicators have their own peculiarities. 
Getting ready
Hair should always be neat and secure with no hair bands showing or wispy bits.  Make sure that the ribbons on the shoes are neatly tied with the ends tucked away, and then lightly hairspray the knot so it does not come undone.  The netting of the tutu should be checked to see if any bits have been “tucked up” and roll apart each layer of net to give the skirt a lift.
Make up
Eyeliner, mascara, blue or green eye shadow, blusher and red lipstick.  Please practice your stage make up before the Festival. 
All parents are advised to bring their own make-up and hair equipment.  Costs can be split between duet/trio dancers.  For Groups there is a fund that goes towards all hair products, please see your choreographer or group organiser.
Rehearsing
If you can find space have one practice of the dance or two if mistakes are made.  This should be done with the tutu on because it can feel strange to dance in.  Also a series of points in front and jumps should be practised to wake up the legs and get the mind in to dance mode.  Any more than this will make the children nervous.  It may be helpful if they can listen to their practice music before they go on stage.
CD’s
You need to check music before you arrive.  There will probably be a box to put them in, usually in the auditorium.  You may need to put the CD in the correct number slot, as on the programme.  Please name your CD clearly and do remember to collect the CD at the end of the section.


Before they go on
Apply the extra dose of hairspray on the hair, and on the soles of the shoes if the stage is slippery.  The competitors should wait behind the stage on their own.  They are in good hands and it is a good chance for them to get to know the other children.  You will probably recognise most of them!  This gives the parents time to go and watch from the front.
Certificates
Depending on the running of the Eisteddfod/Festival certificates may be ready for collection later on in the day that you perform.
Adjudication
All the competitors will be filed back on the stage in number order.  Number cards will be given to you which you will need to return.  Stand still in a comfortable position to suit the subject you have just danced (i.e. 1st position or preparation position for ballet).  Duets and Trios wait in a position one kneeling and the other/others standing behind.  Groups; only 2/3 participants should represent the group.  The adjudicator will talk about all the dances that have just been seen.  The adjudicator will pull forward 1st, 2nd and 3rd place to receive medals and 4th place could be brought forward but without a medal.
